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1. Attach hinges to trapdoor and opening. Drill 2mm
pilot holes, attach hinges (G) to trapdoor and surround
using 8 x csk 20mm screws (l).

13. Adjusting the Loft Ladder. This adjustment

should be done by two persons to avoid climbing the

ladder before the stops are locked in position.

a. Fully lower and extend the ladder so that both feet
rest firmly on the floor and the treads are level, using
spirit level.

b. At the top of the top ladder section are 2 x stops (E)
each held in position by 2 screws. From inside the loft
slide both stops down until they touch the top of the
glide/pivot assembly (D).

Check that both stops have moved an equal distance
from the top of the ladder (i.e. ensure that the ladder is

square to the loft opening). Fully tighten the stop screws.

16. When ladder comes to a stop, release catch on top
section (1) and lower bottom section (2) until it locks into
place (a). IMPORTANT: Ensure top stops (E) are tight
against glides (b) and feet sit evenly on the floor.

To stow ladder repeat steps 15 and 16 in reverse order.

Note: The loft ladder should ALWAYS be pulled down
against the stops before climbing.
